Md Matiur Rahman Bangla New Year or Pohela Boishakh is an integral part of our Bangla culture and a symbol of unity and
GENERAL SECREATARY festivity, irrespective of religious, political and regional differences. Boishakh (first month of the Bangla

calendar) is the most exciting time of the year for the Bangla speaking people throughout the world. It has
been practiced since the period of Mughal Emperor Akbar from 1584 AD. South Australian Bangladeshi
Community Association (SABCA), once again, is going to organise Pohela Boishak on the 15 May 2022 and
publishing this magazine.
As the General Secretary of SABCA, | would like to take the opportunity to describe our activities and
achievements to the wider communities, on behalf of SABCA Executive Committee (EC) 2021 -23. SABCA
EC 2021 - 23 primarily focused on the following goals and has been working hard to achieve these:
1. Supporting & empowering Bangladeshi Community
2. Community engagement- stronger bonding among Bangladeshi community members
3. Integration of Bangladeshi community with the wider Australian society
4. Organising traditional cultural events

1. Supporting & empowering Bangladeshi Community

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Pahela Boishakh,
a jestival thal promoles inclusiveness

Pahela Boishakh is the first day of the first month of Bangla calendar. Celebration of Pahela Boishakh and officialization of Bangla
calendar trace their origin back to the rule of Mughal Empire Akbar. The Bangla calendar was born to achieve convenience of
tax collection from farmers in Bengal during the rule of Mughal Emperor Akbar. The Hijri or lunar calendar was used for tax
collection which suffered mismatching between harvest season and the tax collection time. Farmers were penalised or even
punished for their failure to pay tax before the harvest season, and this was the source of unrest in Bengal. Realising the source
of problem, Emperor Akbar instructed his astronomer Fatehullah Shirazi to create a new calendar who then accordingly formu-
lated Bangla calendar or Fasali Shan (crop year) by aligning the Muslim lunar calendar with the Hindu solar calendar. The birth
of new calendar removed the problem of tax collection. Furthermore, it promoted harmony between Muslims and Hindus and
also between the Mughal ruler and its subjects.

Bangla Academy thoroughly researched and made necessary adjustments to the lunisolar calendar. In 1966, Bangla Academy
declared Bongabdo (Bangla Year) starting with the first month as Boishakh and the first day of Boishakh recurring on the 14th
of April in the Gregorian calendar. Celebration of Pahela Boishakh achieved tremendous momentum and acted as a vehicle to
express our tradition, culture, heritage and right of self-determination during movements in 1950s and 1960s. After the
independence of Bangladesh, Bangla calendar was accepted as the national and official calendar of Bangladesh with Bangla
new year being observed as a public holiday in the country. Over the years, Pahela Boishakh has become the day of utmost
significance for celebration in the national and international level.

Celebration of Pahela Boishakh starts with traditional greeting “Shubho Noboborsha” (Happy New Year) and includes (1) wear-
ing traditional colourful dresses, (2) joining processions (Mongol Shobhajatra) showcasing different themes relevant to
tradition, culture, heritage and national pride, (3) singing songs welcoming the new year, (4) eating a traditional breakfast,
called panta-ilish (water soaked rice with fried llilsh fish, (5) attending jatra play, fairs (Mela) and puppet show, (6) visiting neigh-
bours, relatives and friends, (7) rural events like boat racing, bull racing and wrestling and (8) opening new ledgers with new
entries of account (Haalkatha) by business communities. It is worth mentioning that the UNESCO in 2016 recognised the
“Mongol Shobhajatra” as a cultural heritage of Bangladesh.

Pahela Boishakh is the greatest event that unites our nation. All people of Bangladesh origin irrespective of religion, ethnicity,
creed, race, gender, occupation, and age embrace enthusiastically the celebration of Pahela Boishakh. People from different
sections of the society, without any exception, can freely organise or participate in the event of Pohela Boishakh. The spirit of
Pahela Boishakh is to build a unified and harmonious Bangladesh that is developed, free from exploitation and inclusive for all.

May | take this opportunity to wish you all a splendid Bangla New Year 1429 that brings you happiness and success. Shubho
Noboborsha 1429.

Once again,
the best way to summarize Tagore is by his song,
which was originally published in Bangla in 1901
and translated by him in 1921:

For once be careless, timid traveller, and utterly lose
your path;
let the wide-awake light of your day be waylaid by
the lure of mist.
The garden of Lost Hearts waits at the end of the
wrong road,
where the grass is strewn with wrecked red flowers,
and disconsolate water heaves in the troubled sea.
Long have you watched over the store slowly
gathered by weary years.
Let it be stripped, like a tree of its leaves in a storm,
leaving you bare, with the triumph of losing all in
heedless haste.
